 You do NOT need to quote any outside sources, nor do you need a Works Cited Page; 

however, you must have examples that are thoroughly explained and analyzed to support your claim. 

 400 words (include the word count) 

 MLA (typed, double-spaced, Times New Roman). Limited use of first person allowed. Avoid 

informal words and phrases.  

 Upload your essay to turnitin.com by Thursday, May 17th at 12:10pm. 

 

Paragraph 1: Intro paragraph should include a clear claim/thesis. 

Paragraph 2: Body paragraphs that include an example to support your claim. 

Paragraph 3: Body paragraphs that include another example to support your claim. 

Paragraph 4: Counter-argument and your rebuttal. (Counter-arguments acknowledge the 
opposing view. Your rebuttal is your explanation of why the counter-argument is incorrect.)
